candi style is a term that refers primarily to
fashion from the Scandinavian capitals of
Denmark, Norway, and Sweden. In Den-
mark, Copenhagen Fashion Week 2017
caused a stir in the fashion world, but CFW
2018 caused a sensation. It was so refreshingly differ-
ent from the sometimes jaded Milan, Paris, London,
and New York versions. Models actually looked happy
and smiled on the runways, an absolute no-no at the
other global shows where pouty and glum faces are a
must. The reasoning for this, I have been told, is that
smiles might detract from the designers’ clothes!

In Copenhagen, tanned fashionistas with hair
blowing in the wind arrived on bicycles, and dumped
them outside of the venues. No sleck limos here, and
mercifully, as a result, no traffic jam delays (which are
de rigueur everywhere else). The models were ab-
solutely fabulous, exuding cnergy and happiness as
they strode down the runway. The fashions they mod-
cled were sensationally feminine, laid-back, comfort-
able, and at the same time, show-stopping. The focus
s on quality, exquisite fabrics, and sustainability.
The Danish fashion industry is said to be worth
over $8 billion dollars. Copenhagen Fashion Week,
the largest in the Nordic region, may well change the
face of fashion week all over the world.
